With Private Housebuilding at record low levels, Soha is increasingly looking at ways to make the best use of 
the land we already own.  Some properties sit on large patches of land, others are becoming difficult to let be-
cause they are too small, and many garage sites are magnets for vandals.  We have started preparing propos-
als for new housing and discussed these with residents affected.  Our aim is to provide new homes to modern 
standards to alleviate homelessness, reduce the pressure on building on green fields and continue to provide 
new affordable housing in the current economic downturn. 

New Tenancies -  With empty properties which became available during the 3 years we were able to grant over 
1,000 new tenancies. 
 
Planned Maintenance  – over the last 3 years Soha has spent just over £15.5 million upgrading and improving our 
properties and we will invest a similar amount over the next 3 years.  Part of this investment has been used to pro-
vide: 
 

883  properties with new kitchens. 
493 properties with new bathrooms. 
520 properties with new and replacement heating systems. 
703 properties with replacement windows and doors. 
134 properties with replacement roofs. 

 
Investment in our stock allowed us to meet the Government’s Decent Homes Standard by the end of 2008 – 2 years 
ahead of target. 
 
Investment in energy efficiency improvements has given our stock an average SAP rating that puts Soha in the top 
25% of all Housing Associations.
